May everything you 
have said about me come true” (Luke 1:38 NLT).

Note: Mary’s submission was part of God’s plan to bring about 
our salvation.

3. SHE WAS    BLESSED    FOR HER   
BELIEF    . 

“When I heard your greeting, the baby in my womb jumped for 
joy. You are blessed because you believed that the Lord would 
do what he said” (Luke 1:44-45 NLT).
